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Subject
A Rule and Regulation relating to hazardous materials management; establishing a hazardous materials management title within the Code of the King County Board of Health.
Summary

The proposed Rule and Regulation improves organization of existing Board of Health regulations relating to hazardous materials management by recodifying existing Title 11 Hazardous Chemicals into an overarching Title 11 Hazardous Materials Management with single subject chapters organized under this title. 
Background

The existing Board of Health regulations relating to the management of properties contaminated by hazardous chemicals used in illegal drug manufacture were established in 1989 and codified in Board of Health Code Title 11, consisting of six chapters.  Currently, Title 11 contains only the six chapters relating to chemical-contaminated properties, with no other chapters or sections relating to hazardous waste management.   
The existing Board of Health regulations relating to local hazardous waste management coordination were established in 1991 and codified in Board of Health Code Title 2, chapter 2.08, consisting of a single chapter.  However, Title 2, entitled "Officers and Administration," contains no other chapters directly related to the subject of hazardous waste management.  Specifically, Title 2 includes the following other chapter topics:

· Chapter 2.04 - organization and operation of the King County Board of Health; 
· Chapter 2.06 -  miscellaneous fees such as construction and environmental review fees, reinspection fees, permit replacement fees, late fees and so on; 
· Eight chapters on various permit, plan review and other fees for services performed by the Environmental Health Services Division of the Seattle-King County Department of Public Health, including the fees for food establishments (Chapter 2.10), pet businesses (Chapter 2.13), solid waste handling facilities (Chapter 2.04), property decontamination review (Chapter 2.15), small public drinking water systems (Chapter 2.16), on-site sewage systems (Chapter 2.18), water recreation facilities (Chapter 2.20) and schools (Chapter 2.22).   

Analysis
It is proposed that existing and future Board of Health legislation relating to hazardous materials management should be codified in a single title of the Board of Health Code to help improve organization of the code by subject matter.  Board of Health Code Chapter 2.08, relating to the countywide administration and system of local hazardous waste management, is the only hazardous materials management chapter within Title 2, yet Title 11, currently entitled "Hazardous Chemicals," already contains provisions relating to hazardous materials management, specifically, chemical-contaminated properties and the proper handling of waste from those properties.  Accordingly, Title 11 serves as a logical and appropriate title for codifying Board of Health regulations relating to hazardous materials management, including current Board of Health Code Chapter 2.08.  Title 11 could be renamed from "Hazardous Chemicals" to "Hazardous Materials Management" and future regulations relating to hazardous materials management adopted by the Board of Health could be codified in Title 11.

Similarly, in 2006, the Board of Health codified into a single title, Title 8, the substantive regulations governing zoonotic disease prevention, including at that time the Rabies Regulations (Chapter 8.04) and Rodent Control Regulations (Chapter 8.06), and subsequently adding the Pet Business Regulations (Chapter 8.03).
Recodifying the Hazardous Waste Management Coordination Committee sections from Chapter 2.08 to Title 11 is consistent with how other Board of Health Code sections governing specialized committees or boards are located within their respective subject-matter titles in the code.   For example, the Water Review Board sections are located in the Drinking Water title (Title 12), and the Sewage Review Committee sections are located in the On-site Sewage title (Title 13), not in Title 2.  
The proposed rule will accomplish the following:

· Recodify all the sections in Board of Health Code Chapter 2.08 "Hazardous Waste Management Coordination Committee" into a new chapter in Board of Health Code Title 11.

· Consolidate all the definition sections relating to local hazardous waste management coordination from Chapter 2.08 into a single new definitions section in the new chapter on local hazardous waste management coordination.

· Recodify all the sections from six chapters in Board of Health Code Title 11 on "Hazardous Chemicals" into a single chapter (existing Chapter 11.01), and rename the chapter, "Contaminated Properties."

· Consolidate all the definition sections relating to hazardous chemicals in Title 11 into a single new definitions section in Board of Health Chapter 11.01 on Contaminated Properties.   

· Make technical corrections to the sections being recodified, including corrections in punctuation, grammar and terminology (e.g., changing "title" to "chapter" for consistency with recodification).

· Repeal the definitions from Chapters 2.08 and Title 11 that have been consolidated into their respective new definitions sections in Title 11.

· Rename Board of Health Code Title 11 from "Hazardous Chemicals" to "Hazardous Materials Management."

The proposed rule has been reviewed by the Clerk of the King County Council and Board of Health and the Prosecuting Attorney.

Conclusion
To facilitate the codification of regulations on hazardous materials management in Board of Health Title 11, each of the sections of chapter 2.08 on local hazardous waste management coordination and each of the sections of Title 11 on the management of properties contaminated by hazardous chemicals could be recodified as separate chapters in Title 11.  Minor technical and grammar changes are made in addition to the proposed recodification.
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
