Dear Councilmember Phillips:

Enclosed for Council consideration and adoption are six proposed ordinances authorizing the Executive to provide fire investigation services to the cities of Black Diamond, Carnation, DesMoines, Issaquah, Snoqualmie, and Fire District #45 in Duvall.  If Council passes these ordinances, the Fire Marshal’s Office, located within King County’s Department of Development and Environmental Services (DDES), will be authorized to continue providing fire investigation services to all six jurisdictions. 
The King County Fire Marshal’s Office has been providing fire investigation services to five of the six jurisdictions for several years, and to the City of Issaquah since 2004.  Existing interlocal agreements expire at the end of 2005 and, in all cases, the new interlocal agreements simply extend the duration of existing services.  After approval of these interlocal agreements, each may be extended by letter for five successive years.
