SUBJECT:

Proposed Motion 2005-0310 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Kass Holdeman to the King County Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee

BACKGROUND:

Conservation Futures Tax (CFT) funds are collected as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  
King County code establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen-based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee (COC).  The COC is an advisory body and programs CFT funds not allocated by the Council in the annual budget through a competitive application process.  It is comprised of 16 members, one from each Council district and 3 at-large members.
