Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

I am pleased to transmit to the Council an ordinance authorizing King County to enter into an interlocal agreement with the City of Federal Way for the transfer of certain real property located within the City commonly referred to as the Kenwood Pit Property (“Property”).  The Property is surplus to the County’s needs and the City intends to develop and operate it as a local city park.  The City will make the park available to the public regardless of residence.


Transfer of the Property is stipulated in the interlocal agreement (King County Ord. 14555) executed in December 2002 between the City and County regarding the transfer of the Kenneth Jones Forward Thrust Pool.  The City has taken ownership of the Pool and is currently operating it.

I believe this agreement is in the best interests of King County park users and taxpayers.  I look forward to favorable action by the council.
