SUBJECT

A briefing on the 2020 Strategic Climate Action Plan.

SUMMARY

King County Code (KCC 18.25) requires adoption of a Strategic Climate Action Plan (SCAP) at least every five years to develop goals and priority actions towards achieving King County’s goal of reducing climate emissions by eighty percent by 2050.

On August 25, 2020 the Executive transmitted the 2020 update to the SCAP (Attachment 1). The 2020 SCAP also serves as a biennial report on progress on the County’s climate work as required by K.C.C. 18.50.010. 

Council review of the 2020 SCAP is being deferred until 2021.  At the request of the chair, Executive staff will present a briefing highlighting the key elements of the 2020 SCAP.
