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SUBJECT

Today’s briefing will provide an update on Metro’s response to the Period of Maximum Constraint in 2019-2021, when multiple large projects will have significant impacts on transit operations in the region and especially the Seattle Central Business District (CBD).

SUMMARY

In March and April, the Regional Transit Committee (RTC) heard updates on One Center City.  This multi-agency, regional initiative seeks to mitigate the impacts of an array of capital projects in and near the Seattle CBD that will affect transit access and transportation capacity.
