SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE establishing the date for a special election on the question of annexation of the town of Yarrow Point into the King County rural library district and appointing a committee to write the voters’ pamphlet statement for the special election.
SUMMARY:  Proposed Ordinance 2004-0367 would place an issue before voters for the November 2, 2004 special election with the question of annexation of the town of Yarrow Point into the King County rural library district and appointing a committee to write the voters pamphlet statement for the special election.  For this issue to be on the November 2, 2004 ballot, full Council must adopt this ordinance by August 23, 2004 to allow for the maximum processing time.
The Town Council of Yarrow Point has found that the public interest for providing its citizens with library services will best be served by annexation into the library district.  The town does not currently have a library and its citizens do not have library borrowing privileges with the King County library.
The town of Yarrow Point, through Ordinance 536, has initiated the proposed annexation and expressed its intent to join the King County rural library district.  

The town of Yarrow Point Ordinance 536 satisfies state laws regarding elections (RCW 27.12.010(5) and 27.12.360) and requests the calling of a special election to be held among the qualified voters in the town.  The board of trustees of the King County rural library district, by its Resolution No. 2004-06, has concurred with the proposal in accordance with RCW 27.12.360.

Costs for this election will be paid by the town of Yarrow Point.  The King County Library stated that its increased operational costs would be minimal by including town of Yarrow Point residents into the library district.  There are about 1,200 residents of Yarrow Point.
