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STRIKING AMENDMENT TO PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2018-0173, VERSION 2
On page 1, beginning on line 10, strike everything through page 5, line 85, and insert:
"STATEMENT OF FACTS:
1.  In 2005, Ordinance 15279 placed a six-year veterans and human services levy on the general election ballot.  King County residents approved the veterans and human services levy for 2006 through 2011 to fund services for veterans and their families, military personnel and their families and other individuals and families in need across King County.
2.  In 2011, Ordinance 17072 placed a renewal of the veterans and human services levy on the primary election ballot.  King County residents voted to approve the renewal, continuing for 2012 through 2017 the levy's services for veterans and their families, military personnel and their families and other individuals and families in need across King County.
3.  In July 2017, Ordinance 18555 placed a six-year veterans, seniors and human services levy on the general election ballot.  King County voters approved the levy in November 2017 with more than sixty-eight percent of the vote.  Approved for 2018 through 2023, the levy's proceeds will be used to plan, provide, administer and evaluate a wide range of regional health and human services and capital facilities for veterans and military servicemembers and their respective families, seniors and their caregivers, and vulnerable populations.
4.  To govern the veterans, seniors and human services levy's first year, King County adopted the veterans, seniors and human services levy transition plan by enacting Ordinance 18638 in December 2017.
5.  Ordinance 18555, Section 7.B., requires the executive to develop and transmit for council review and adoption by ordinance an implementation plan for the veterans, seniors and human services levy.  The implementation plan, once effective, will supersede the levy's transition plan and govern the expenditure of the levy's proceeds until the levy expires in 2023.  The required implementation plan is Attachment A to this ordinance.
6.  In addition to the requirement for the implementation plan to describe levy expenditures generally, Ordinance 18555, Section 7.B., enumerates specific requirements for the implementation plan.  The requirements set out by Ordinance 18555, Section 7.B., include defining the terms planning and administration; identifying the percentage of levy proceeds allocated to planning and administration activities; defining housing stability; identifying criteria that address geographic differences and trends in housing stability; identifying levy-funded activities that support the operations of health and human services providers to serve their clients and communities, including strategies to promote retention, recruitment and pay of high quality service providers; identifying and describing accountability measures, including measurable outcomes or results for each of the levy's three populations; describing a regular performance monitoring program; describing how performance monitoring will be coordinated with performance monitoring and reporting with other dedicated human service funds; including within the accountability measures the goal of housing seventy-five percent of the number of seniors who are also veterans or military servicemembers in King County who, as of July 21, 2017, are homeless; describing the methodology by which senior homeless veterans are identified and counted as housed; providing for the tracking of progress against the goal of housing homeless senior veterans; and describing how performance monitoring and reporting will focus on results and not simply on numbers served.
7.  Ordinance 18555, Section 4.B.1. through 3., each contain a provision requiring that in each of the levy's last five years at least twenty-five percent of the levy's annual proceeds described in each of those subsections shall be used to fund capital facilities and regional health and human services that promote housing stability.
8.  In 2015, the county council passed Motion 14317 updating and revising King County's vision, mission, guiding principles and goals.  The county's goals include improving the health and well-being of all people in King County, increasing access to quality housing that is affordable to all, implementing alternatives to divert people from the criminal justice system and ensuring that county government operates efficiently and effectively and is accountable to the public.  The county's guiding principles emphasize that pursuit of the county goals should:  address the root causes of inequities to provide equal access to opportunities for all; engage with partners, stakeholders and public and private organizations to achieve goals; align funding, policy and operational goals of King County government; and provide effective, efficient local governance and services to unincorporated areas.  These policies guide the plan attached to this ordinance.
	BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF KING COUNTY:
	SECTION 1.  The Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy Implementation Plan, Updated June 26, 2018, Attachment A to this ordinance, is hereby adopted to govern the expenditure of veterans, seniors and human services levy proceeds as authorized under Ordinance 18555."

Delete Attachment A, Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy Implementation Plan, dated May 9, 2018, and insert Attachment A, Veterans, Seniors and Human Services Levy Implementation Plan, dated June 26, 2018.

Engross any adopted amendments.  The clerk of the council is instructed, if applicable, to update the tables of contents in the attachment in accordance with any adopted amendments.

Line numbers have been added to the attachment for ease of reference.  The clerk of the council is instructed to remove line numbers in the attachment on the final version of this legislation adopted by the council before presentation to the executive.

EFFECT: Substitutes Attachment A with an updated version that does the following:
1. Makes a series of grammatical and technical edits.
2. Expands language on race to include ethnicities.
3. Updates legislative history of the VSHSL Governance Plan.
4. Excludes from the definition of planning and administration work that consolidates human services reporting and includes a clause directing DCHS or VSHSL staff to consider recommending funding the work to effectuate the recommendations of the Consolidated Human Services Reporting Report acknowledged by Motion 15081 with available uncommitted VSHSL proceeds allocated pursuant to Section 4.B. of Ordinance 18555, in accordance with the provisions of this implementation plan governing reallocation of unspent or uncommitted funds.
5. Updates Point in Time Count to account for 2018 numbers.
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Provides updated data on sexual violence prevalence in WA State.
7. Adds additional information on human trafficking, including labor trafficking, and notes ongoing work by the Commercially Sexually Exploited Children Task Force, the King County Prosecuting Attorney's Office and the Washington Anti-Trafficking Response Network.
8. Adds language requiring district staff be invited to participate in workgroups and procurement processes (as nonvoting members) for new contracts fully or partially funded by proceeds from the VSHSL. 
9. Notes that, while not yet available, data from the U.S. Census Bureau's American Community Survey for 2017 may show a greater percentage of King County households spending more than 30% of income towards rent.
10. Notes that other populations, in addition to Veterans, may be particularly challenged by a 40% of income housing stability definition.
11. Adds language providing additional clarification to the VSHSL IP transmitted language about addressing geographic variations in housing costs. Notes that funding allocations are to ensure balanced and equitable geographic distribution and notes that people to be served live in communities throughout the county. Adds language in HS1 Build, Preserve and Operate Affordable Housing and Navigation Centers to clarify priority populations serviced should reside in communities throughout King County.
12. Provides additional examples of other reasons low-income home owners may face housing loss in the concept description of HS 5.A Housing Counseling and Foreclosure Prevention.
13. Adds language to HS 5.C Legal Aid and FS 1.C Leverage Government Benefits to establish a goal of providing equitable access to funded services in convenient locations to residents living throughout King County. 
14. Provides more recent studies supporting the need for counsel representation in eviction proceedings in the rationale of HS 5.C Legal Aid.
15. Adds language to HS 5.C Legal Aid directing DCHS or VSHSL staff to consider recommending increasing funding should uncommitted VSHSL proceeds, allocated pursuant to Section 4.B of Ordinance 18555 become available, in accordance with the provisions of this implementation plan governing reallocation of unspent or uncommitted funds. 
16. Adds a reference to newly adopted County and State prohibitions against discrimination due to source of income in the rationale of HS 5.C Legal Aid.
17. Expands language to permit HS 5.D Housing Stability Program to fund, on an emergency basis, short-term financial assistance to cover partial costs for child care for low-income renters or homeowners facing a crisis who are not likely to need long-term assistance once their housing is stabilized.
18. Adds additional information on poverty as a cumulative process and vulnerability associated with compounding disadvantages.
19. Expands language to permit FS 1.A Gain Employment and Increase Household Income to fund financial assistance for qualifying low-income parents or other guardians participating in training, placement or support programs to cover partial costs for child care.
20. Adds language to FS 1.C Leverage Government Benefits directing DCHS or VSHSL staff to consider increasing funding should uncommitted VSHSL proceeds, allocated pursuant to Section 4.B of Ordinance 18555 become available, in accordance with the provisions of this implementation plan governing reallocation of unspent or uncommitted funds.
21. Adds language to FS 3.B Student Veteran Child Care Pilot, directing DCHS or VSHSL staff to consider, at the close of each fiscal year in which this program is operational, if there are available uncommitted VSHSL proceeds allocated pursuant to 4.B.3 (vulnerable populations) of Ordinance 18555, to recommend funding the establishment of a similar pilot for vulnerable population student parents or expanding eligibility of the program, in accordance with the provisions of this implementation plan governing reallocation of unspent or uncommitted funds
22. Allocates funding from SE 1.C Vulnerable Population Reentry Spanning Supports for the creation of a pilot to facilitate apprenticeships with labor unions for individuals existing incarceration.
23. Adds a footnote providing additional information on the concept of Senior Virtual Villages.
24. Allocates funding from SE 4.B Veterans, Servicemembers and Family Community Building to create a Council-directed grant program that will operate in each Council district for veterans service organizations ($2,500 minimum grant up to $10,000 per district per year starting in 2019)
25. Adds language to SE 6 Support Legal Services for King County Residents who are Immigrants and Refugees directing DCHS or VSHSL staff to consider recommending additional funding for this program should uncommitted VSHSL proceeds, allocated pursuant to Section 4.B.3 (vulnerable populations) of Ordinance 18555 become available, in accordance with the provisions of this implementation plan governing reallocation of unspent or uncommitted funds. 
26. Adds language to HL 2.A Evidence-Based Senior Health Promotion that notes evidence-based healthy aging programs in King County include clinical evaluations that address health or medical issues that may contribute to falls and adds language that specifies that programs serving seniors who experience vision impairment or vision loss may be funded.
27. Clarifies, in HL 3.A Countywide Sexual Assault, Domestic Violence and Commercial Sexual Exploitation Prevention Pilot that the reference to lack of an individual entity in King County with the resources to effectively implement and maintain a program in preventing violence is referring to gender-based violence.
28. Adds language to the concept of SS 1.B Women Veterans to include transgender veterans.
29. Adds language to the rationale of SS 1.B Women Veterans on the need for programs to respond to unacceptably high rates of rape, sexual assault and trauma that women experience during their military service.
30. Adds a new program SS 3.E Support System Access for King County Residents who are Immigrants or Refugees.  The program would fund services such as citizenship services, English language courses, and interpretation and translation services.  The program may operate from 2019 through 2023 and would be funded with uncommitted proceeds, if they become available, allocated pursuant to Section 4.B.3 (vulnerable populations) of Ordinance 18555, in accordance with the provisions of this implementation plan governing reallocation of unspent or uncommitted funds.
31. Adds a new program SS 3.F Homeless Youth and Young Adults Prevention and Crisis Services.  The program would fund prevention and crisis intervention services to vulnerable population youth and young adults in King County experiencing or at risk of experiencing homelessness. This program may operate every year from 2019 through 2023. Should uncommitted VSHSL proceeds, allocated pursuant to Section 4.B.3 of Ordinance 18555, become available, in accordance with the provisions of this implementation plan governing reallocation of unspent or uncommitted funds, DCHS or VSHSL staff shall consider recommending funding for this program.
32. Changes the lead paragraph in the Estimated Funding Allocation Tables section of the plan to direct that program and strategy estimated allocation tables shall control where there is any conflict or discrepancy between the summary tables and a particular strategy's or program's description, concept, timeline, scope or estimated allocation table in the body of the plan preceding the summary tables.
33. Makes changes to the plan's default process for reallocating unspent proceeds to align with program and allocation adds throughout the plan and to clarify that the reallocation process is subject to appropriated expenditure authority.
34. Replaces draft performance charts for HL 4.A Nurse Family Partnership, HL 4.B Healthy Start, and HL 4.C Parent Education and Support to clarify that performance measures for these programs will be defined and monitored by BSK to support consolidated reporting.
35. Adds language requiring annual reports to include a summary of investments by Council district.  Exec. may use discretion to determine what measure shall be used to report given data available and other considerations.
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
