Dear Councilmember Patterson:

The enclosed ordinance provides the supplemental budget authority needed for Superior Court to implement the International Federation of Professional and Technical Engineers, Local 17 (Court Reporters - Superior Court) Collective Bargaining Agreement and Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) for the period of January 1, 2007, through December 31, 2009.  

The agreement covers 31 Court Reporters working at the King County Superior Court.  King County’s Court Reporters provide a service mandated by statute and critical to the efficient operations of the Superior Court.

This supplemental provides for a lump sum payment for a retroactive one range increase for court reporters, effective January 1, 2007; as well as for reimbursement of certain real-time related expenses of up to $800 per person per year, as outlined in the MOA.  The cost of living increases in the settlement are included in the 2007 and 2008 budgets and do not require additional appropriation authority.
