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SUBJECT:

MOTIONS approving Suburban Cities Association representatives to serve as members and alternates on the King County Flood Control District Advisory Committee ("Advisory Committee).
BACKGROUND:
In January 2007, the Council adopted Ordinance 15728 to form a countywide Flood Control Zone District ("District") to address flood protection needs and to create a fifteen-person advisory committee for the District.   The District is distinct governmental entity, separate from that of King County.  The role of the Advisory Committee is to review and recommend an annual work program and budget for the District, including capital improvement program projects and funding levels and to submit recommendations to the District via the Clerk of the King County Council by August 31 of each year.   

In Ordinance 15728, the Council stated that the Suburban Cities Association ("SCA") would have four voting members on the Advisory Committee.  The SCA would forward the names of the four members, as well as, four alternates for confirmation by the Council.  
In order to ensure geographic equity, Ordinance 15728 requires that the membership of the seats allocated to the SCA be alternated amongst cities within King County which do not have permanent seats.  The four geographic groupings of such cities are as follows:
North County:  Bothell, Duvall, Kenmore, Lake Forest Park, Shoreline, Skykomish and   Woodinville

Central County:  Beaux Arts, Clyde Hill, Hunts Point, Issaquah, Kirkland, Medina, Mercer Island, Newcastle, Redmond,  Sammamish and Yarrow Point

South County:      Algona, Burien, Des Moines, Federal Way, Milton, Normandy Park, Pacific and SeaTac 
East County:        Covington, Black Diamond, Enumclaw and Maple Valley

SUMMARY:

On August 30, 2011, the committee passed out the following proposed substitute motions that would approve the following elected officials as representatives of the SCA on the King County Flood Control District Advisory Committee:
2010-0234: Robert Lee, Councilmember, Lake Forest Park, term expiring March 31, 2012
2010-0235: Marla Mhoon, Councilmember, Covington, alternate, term expiring March 31, 2012
2010-0237: Glenn Rodgers, Councilmember, Kenmore, alternate, term expiring March 31, 2012
ANALYSIS:
Delayed action on proposed motions 

Just prior to the transmittal of the proposed motions, discussions were occurring in the Flood Control District as to whether the appointments to the Advisory Committee should continue to subject to King County Council approval or should become subject to approval by the District's Board of Supervisors.

In anticipation of a potential decision to shift authority for approval of appointments over to the District, Councilmember Patterson introduced Proposed Ordinance 2010-0198, which would repeal portions of Ordinance 15728 that governed the formation of the Advisory Committee.  Approval of Proposed Ordinance 2010-0198 would have been on a parallel path with a District resolution to re-form the Advisory Committee under District authority.

It was determined that the proposed motions should be held in anticipation of the District acting to re-form the Advisory Committee under District authority.  However, that action by the District has not occurred and there is no indication that such action will be considered by the District in the foreseeable future.  Therefore, it is appropriate for the Council to now act upon these proposed motions.

NOTE:  Per KCC 2.28.003.B., each of the SCA appointees have been serving as Advisory Committee members or alternates and may continue to do so unless the Council acts to reject the proposed motion applicable to each appointee. 
Issues

There are no issues.  The nominations are consistent with Council intent regarding geographic equity as outlined in Ordinance 15728.  All proposed nominees have been sponsored by a Councilmember.
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
