SUBJECT  
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Jonathan Kil, M.D., who resides in Council district two, to the Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, as a Council at-large representative.

SUMMARY
The Executive has appointed Jonathan Kil, M.D., to a partial term on the King County Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees, expiring July 31, 2016.

Dr. Kil is a graduate of the University of California in Irvine where she received a Bachelor of Science degree in Biological Sciences and from the University of Virginia in Charlottesville where she received a Master Degree in Medicine.  Dr. Kil is the co-founder and CEO of Sound Pharmaceuticals, a private biotechnology company that has developed three proprietary product pipelines aimed at improving auditory function in humans.

BACKGROUND
The Harborview Medical Center Board of Trustees is composed of 13 members: one member from each Council district and four at-large members, who shall be nominated by the King County Council.  Nominees are appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the King County Council by motion.  The Board is the representative authority of the County, overseeing the provision of health care services to assure that high quality health care is made available to County residents.
