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What are your views on the powers of the branches of King County government as set forth in the charter? Would you make adjustments or suggest changes and if so, what changes do you believe may be warranted?
Of what I know about the current branches of government, I would not make any changes. Yet if appointed, I would collaborate with my peers on reviewing the powers of the different branches to see if any adjustments need to be made. 
I feel that how government has operated in the past does not always keep up with the needs of its residents. In how we engage the citizens to the services we provide. Our region, and especially King County is growing with a very diverse population that has different service needs than it did say 15 years ago.

 2) Considering our region’s population growth and the regional response that will increasingly be necessary to respond to associated challenges, what changes, including additional powers or changes in state law (if necessary), would you suggest to help the county address what it will likely face in the next 25-50 years?
I feel there are a couple of key changes that need to be addressed. First is the taxing authority. I feel that the Counties should have greater authority on deciding what taxes to either ask its residents to vote on or impose on its residents. Each County within the state is so different and with King County growing so much in last 10 years and what is projected in the next 25 years, they need the authority to make these important decisions. 
Secondly, speaking of growth. This region is growing so much faster than people predicted 10 years ago. With this unprecedented growth comes challenges and opportunities. Which in turn is causing government to think differently in how it provides services to its residents. One area that continues to be discussed is transportation. The improvements to Link Light Rail will help, but we still need to address solutions to rural roads, bridges and other key infrastructure projects. Funding alone will not solve these challenges, yet by creating flexibility and allowing the County to develop solutions that include funding packages, it can and will create more meaningful results.
