Dear Councilmember Patterson:

On January 8, 2009, in response to flooding conditions and pursuant to RCW 38.52 and KCC 12.52, I signed an Emergency Proclamation to provide county agencies with the authority they need to respond as quickly as possible to the emergency conditions.  Since the disposal of solid waste material resulting from the flood at normal disposal fees would cause financial hardship for many property owners and could delay the cleanup of debris, I am proposing that King County waive disposal fees for residents with storm damage.  

The purpose of this letter is to transmit a motion authorizing free disposal of flood-related debris at King County solid waste disposal facilities on January 10, 2009 through January 26, 2009.  The motion applies only to residents of King County, outside of the cities of Seattle and Milton.  

This motion was prepared in accordance with the King County Emergency Management Plan, Emergency Support Function 3 provisions.
