Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed for King County Council consideration is a motion approving support for capital projects and fixed asset acquisitions through the King County Office of Cultural Resources Cultural Facilities Program, as authorized by KCC 4.42.100.  The motion concurs with recommendations of the King County Arts Commission and the King County Landmarks and Heritage Commission.

Since 1992, the Cultural Facilities Program has helped build the cultural infrastructure of the region, making arts and heritage opportunities accessible to all King County residents. This year the Cultural Facilities Program received 75 applications requesting more than $6.3 million. The Arts Commission is recommending 34 projects for funding; the Landmarks and Heritage Commission is recommending 23 projects for funding.  Total funding being recommended for the combined 57 projects is $1,406,591.  

The recommended projects reflect the geographic and cultural diversity of King County and include large and small arts and heritage organizations throughout the region.  The motion contains a summary list of the Arts Commission recommendations (Attachment A.1); a summary list of the Landmarks and Heritage Commission recommendations (Attachment B.1); descriptive narratives about the projects (Attachments A.2 and B.2); and a financial plan (Attachment C), which incorporates the most recent revenue figures for the hotel/motel tax fund.  I look forward to the impact these projects will have on citizens in every neighborhood of our County and hope you will join me in supporting this motion.  The King County Council's earliest consideration will be appreciated.
