SUBJECT: A MOTION authorizing King County department of adult and juvenile detention, superior court, King County sheriff's office, prosecuting attorney's office and judicial administration at the regional justice center in Kent, WA, to accept a donation for the county-sponsored Take Our Children to Work Day from the King County Credit Union; the value of this donation is three hundred twenty-five dollars.

SUMMARY: The County’s Regional Justice Center in the City of Kent houses staff from the Departments of Adult and Juvenile Detention and Judicial Administration, the King County Sheriff’s Office, Superior Court, and Office of the Prosecuting Attorney.  Each year, the county participates in the “Take Your Children to Work Day” event.
This annual event aims to expose children to the myriad of job possibilities in King County government; encourages children to speak their minds and at the same time to develop mutual respect and diplomacy; encourages children to trust their own judgment; and encourages children to challenge stereotypes for gender roles in the workplace.  This special event was formerly known as "Take Your Daughter to Work Day", but was recently altered with the intention of including all children.

This proposed motion would allow these county agencies to accept a donation from the King County Credit Union to support this event at the Regional Justice Center.  King County employees are prohibited from soliciting donations; however, on occasion, local businesses wish to support various county programs and offer financial assistance.  According to the Board of Ethics “County employees are prohibited from accepting gifts unless authorized by the County Council or unless receipt meets the definition of gift as defined in 3.04.017(G).”  This motion provides the appropriate mechanism to accept the gift.
The King County Credit Union donated $325 to defray some of the costs for this event.
