Proposed Ordinance 2007-0464

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle Washington) on Monday, the 22nd day of October 2007 at 1:30 PM.  The purpose of this public hearing is to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2007-0464, which adopts amendments to the King County Zoning Code.  


King County encourages public comment on Proposed Ordinance 2007-0464.  You may wish to present oral testimony at the October 22nd public hearing.  Testimony is limited to three minutes per speaker and you may provide written copies for the Councilmembers’ review.  Please provide 20 copies of any written material you wish to submit.  The chamber is equipped with an audio/visual system capable of displaying 35mm slides, VHS tapes, overheads, and computer displays.  Audio/visual presentations are included in the 3-minute timeframe.  Testimony sign-up will take place in the lobby outside the Council Chambers before the beginning of the meeting on October 22nd. SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2007-0464 adds a new section to KCC. 21A.06 defining Rural Public Infrastructure Facilities and amending KCC. 21A.08.100 to conditionally permit such Facilities in the Rural Residential zone.  
· The permitted uses of the Facility to include: maintenance yard, office, materials processing facilities, vactor waste receiving, limited sand and gravel extraction up to 40,000 yds/year, renewable energy generation.  

· Permits would be conditioned on the following factors: minimum size of 10 acres (unless a reuse of an existing yard), levels of landscaping between (a) stockpiling and adjacent residential property and (b) office and parking lots and adjacent residential property, structural setbacks, and prohibition of the use of residential streets unless the facility is a reuse of an existing yard.
