Subject:  
A motion confirming the executive’s re-appointment of Delores Brown to the King County Housing Authority board of commissioners.   
Background:
The King County Housing Authority (KCHA) was created in 1939 to provide safe and affordable housing for lower income families, seniors, and people with special needs.  KCHA operates throughout King County, excluding the cities of Seattle and Renton (which have their own housing authorities).  It is the second largest local housing authority in the Pacific Northwest.

The KCHA provides low income housing and various forms of housing assistance to over 10,000 households in King County.  Housing programs include: public housing for families, senior citizens and people living with disabilities, affordable work force housing, emergency and transition facilities for homeless and special needs populations, homeownership initiatives, Section 8 certificate and voucher programs and home repair and weatherization for private dwellings.   
The KCHA also provides tax exempt financing to other housing developers and partners with a broad array of non-profit organizations to provide child care, youth recreation, education and literary, health care, employment, citizenship programs and homemaking services to our residents and surrounding communities.  

The Board of Commissioners is the governing body of the KCHA.  The Board meets monthly to establish policy, oversee operational performance, and exchange ideas and information.  Members may not be a County officer or employee and may not hold any direct or indirect interest in any housing project.  The Board of Commissioners consists of five members.  A full term on the board is five years.
Summary: 
Proposed Motion 2005-0450 would confirm the executive’s re-appointment of Delores Brown, a resident of Kent in Council District 5, as resident commissioner on the King County Housing Authority Board of Commissioners.  The re-appointment would expire May 22, 2010.
Commissioner Brown was originally appointed to the Board by council Motion 11891 in 2003.  Prior to joining the Board, she previously served for more than a year on the KCHA Resident Advisory Board.   She is a resident at Valli Kee apartments and her interests include opera and classical music. Commissioner Brown is active in supporting the Valli Kee Somali community by working as a mentor for middle-school youth and volunteers at community events in the Somalian communities. She attended the University of Michigan, where she studied business administration.
