SUBJECT:  reducing the final assessment roll and confirming the road improvement district 130 reassessment roll for improving a portion of 290th Avenue SE. 

COMMITTEE ACTION: On May 14, 2003 the Transportation Committee approved Proposed Substitute Motion 2003-0203 with a “do-pass” recommendation, and Proposed Ordinance 2003-0204 without recommendation.  A hearing for Proposed Ordinance 2003-0204 has been scheduled for June 23, 2003.
SUMMARY:  Proposed Motion 2003-0203 declares the intent of the Council to reduce the final assessment roll for Road Improvement District (RID) 130 and confirms the reassessment roll.  RID 130 was created in September 2001 through King County Ordinance 14244. The proposed motion also sets the date for a public hearing for Proposed Ordinance 2003-0204 on June 23, 2003. 
Proposed Ordinance 2003-0204 confirms the RID 130 reassessment roll for the improvements to a portion of 290th Avenue SE, and levies assessments against property within the district. The project for which the district was created has now been completed and the total costs and expenses of the project can be predicted with reasonable accuracy.  These costs and expenses are less than previously predicted.  The proposed ordinance also amends King County Ordinance 14244, sections 4 and 5.  Following an advertised public hearing on June 23, 2003, the Council may act on the Proposed Ordinance 2003-0204.

Ordinance 14244 is amended as follows. The total revised costs and expenses of accomplishing the project are estimated to be $57,585.  Approximately 50 percent of the estimated cost for improvements will be borne by an assessed against property within RID 130.  This amount shall not exceed $28,792.50.  King County shall contribute the remaining balance of the costs for 290th Avenue SE.  Each parcel within RID 130 will now be assessed $2,879.25.  Payment can be made in full within 30 days after confirmation of the assessment roll or in five annual installments, with interest.
