Parking Update.

SUMMARY

Today’s briefing will provide an update on parking initiatives from King County Metro and Puget Sound Regional Council (PSRC) staff.

BACKGROUND 

The Regional Transit Committee (RTC) has provided policy direction for King County Metro to address access to transit and rider parking needs through the Access to Transit Study, the latest update to the Strategic Plan for Public Transportation 2011-2021, and METRO CONNECTS.  At the January 18, 2017 RTC meeting, Daniel Rowe provided a status report on the King County Metro Parking Program , with emphasis on near-term implementation efforts.

Today’s update will address the regional perspective with a presentation by Alex Krieg from the Puget Sound Regional Council (Attachment 1) and Daniel Rowe’s update on Metro parking programs (Attachment 2).

Mr. Krieg will discuss:

1) PSRC transit access work products;
2) Regional transit parking trends;
3) Regional transit access and parking strategy and Transportation Policy Board feedback; and
4) Next steps.
