Dear Councilmember Gossett:

Enclosed for King County Council consideration is an ordinance approving the Vashon Sewer District’s (District) Comprehensive Sewer Plan Amendment (Amendment), August 18, 2010.  Approval of the Amendment is required under Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 57.16.010(7) and King County Code (K.C.C.) chapters 13.24 and 28.84 as a prerequisite to granting County right-of-way franchises, construction permits, extension of sewer service to the rural area and as a component agency of the regional system.
The Amendment is narrowly focused on the change of the sewer service area to allow the extension of sewer service to a school property in the rural area to address a public health and safety issue.  The Utilities Technical Review Committee (UTRC) considered the information and made the required findings under K.C.C. 13.24.134 to recommend approval of the amendment.
On November 2, 2010, the District issued a determination of nonsignificance for the plan Amendment in accordance with the State Environmental Policy Act.  There were no appeals. 
An enclosed matrix provides additional information regarding the District’s operations, policies, and practices, which meet the requirements of the K.C.C. and are consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan.

I appreciate the District’s cooperation in submitting the Amendment and working with the UTRC review process.  If you have any questions about the Amendment or the proposed ordinance, please feel free to contact Steve Hirschey, Chair of the Utilities Technical Review Committee, at 206-205-0817.
