BACKGROUND

The Council established the King County International Airport (KCIA) Roundtable in 1997.[footnoteRef:1]  The purpose of the Roundtable is to advise and make recommendations to airport management, the Executive, and the Council on the airport budget, programs, regulations, master plans and noise reduction strategies, and other related matters. [1:  Ordinance 12785 and K.C.C. chapter 15.94] 


The Roundtable is comprised of sixteen regular voting members and one non-voting member representing the following interests:

· Communities directly affected by the airport (eight members). One each from Georgetown; Magnolia or North Seattle; Tukwila; Renton/Kent/South King County; Beacon Hill/Rainier Valley; West Seattle; unincorporated King County; and one at-large; 
· Airport tenants (four members). One each from a cargo operator or scheduled air carrier, small general aviation and corporate tenants, and one from Boeing;
· Commercial enterprise, which is an off-site user or off-site provider of airport-related services (one member);
· Pilots’ association (one member)
· Labor (two members); and
· Federal Aviation Administration (one ex-officio non-voting member).

Members of the Roundtable can serve up to two consecutive three-year terms or until a successor is appointed.[footnoteRef:2] Terms of the members are staggered consistent with the provisions of K.C.C. chapter 2.28, and members of the Roundtable shall serve without compensation. The Roundtable is authorized to adopt bylaws and operating rules and appoint subcommittees. Subcommittee membership may include representatives who are not regular members of the Roundtable. The Executive may also appoint non-voting ex-officio members to serve at the Executive’s discretion.  [2:  K.C.C. 15.34.030. Representatives of Boeing and Labor are exempt from term limits. ] 


APPOINTEE INFORMATION
 
Appointee Dalan Angelo. Proposed Motion 2023-0218 would appoint Dalan Angelo, who resides in Council District Two, to the KCIA Roundtable as a representative from communities directly affected by the airport - Beacon Hill/Rainier Valley, for a three-year term expiring August 31, 2026. Mr. Angelo resides in Seattle's Columbia City neighborhood and describes himself as both a neighbor and advocate for the airport. According to his application materials, he recently completed his private pilot training and would bring a unique perspective as a younger general aviation pilot who is interested in expanding accessibility to communities that have historically not participated in aviation. He also states that he has a good understanding of the broader needs of the Rainier Valley community.  

Appointee Guido Perla. Proposed Motion 2023-0219 would appoint Guido Perla, who resides in Council District Eight, to the KCIA Roundtable as a representative from communities directly affected by the airport - unincorporated community, for a partial term expiring August 31, 2024. Mr. Perla is a business owner in engineering (naval architecture and marine engineering) with over 40 years of experience.  In his application materials, Mr. Perla shares that he resides on Vashon Island and uses general aviation for both business and pleasure. 

Appointee Morgan Kaivo. Proposed Motion 2023-0220 would appoint Morgan Kaivo, who works in Council District Eight, to the KCIA Roundtable as an airport tenant representative - cargo operator or scheduled air carrier, for a partial term expiring August 31, 2024. Mr. Kaivo serves as the District Air Division Manager for the United Parcel Service (UPS). In this role, he is responsible for all processes, compliance, and trainings at the airport. He states that he communicates and creates transparency with rules, regulations, and procedures. 

Appointee Erik Utter. Proposed Motion 2023-0221 would appoint Erik Utter, who resides in Council District Eight, to the KCIA Roundtable as a representative from communities directly affected by the airport - Renton/Kent/South King County, for the remainder of a three-year term expiring August 31, 2025. According to his application materials, Mr. Utter owns a small business in Georgetown and resides in Burien. He is a pilot who has used KCIA for over 25 years and has been a hangar tenant for 20 years. He has also served as a volunteer pilot with Angel Flight West and the Arlington Fly-in. Mr. Utter describes himself as a passionate supporter of aviation and equitable access to public facilities.   

Appointee Ali Lee. Proposed Motion 2023-0222 would appoint Ali Lee, who resides in Council District Four, to the KCIA Roundtable as a representative from communities directly affected by the airport - Magnolia/North Seattle, for a three-year term expiring August 31, 2026. Ms. Lee is a community builder and a coalition lead for the Climate Reality Project King County where she  heads up the Clean Fuels Field team. She has experience working with community members, organizations, businesses, the Port of Seattle, the Puget Sound Clean Air Agency, and KCIA. Ms. Lee has also worked with the KCIA Community Coalition and says she has a good sense of what would work for both the community and the airport.  

Appointee Edward Lutgen, Jr. Proposed Motion 2023-0223 would appoint Edward Lutgen, who resides in Council District Nine, to the KCIA Roundtable as a Labor representative - International Association of Machinists and Aerospace Workers, for the remainder of a three-year term expiring August 31, 2025. Mr. Lutgen residents in Kent and would bring 34 years of experience in the aerospace industry to the KCIA Roundtable. 

ANALYSIS

Staff has not identified any issues with the proposed appointments. They appear to be consistent with the requirements of the King County Code.
