SUBJECT 
An ordinance making a technical correction to Ordinance 15221 which authorized the use of a Revised Deed of and Agreement Relating to Development Rights in connection with the acquisition of development rights by the Farmland Preservation Program when utilizing federal Farm and Ranch Land Protection Program funds.
SUMMARY
On June 20, 2005 the King County Council adopted Ordinance 15221 authorizing the executive to enter into a revised deed and agreement with property owners and the federal government, thereby enabling King County to participate in the federal Farm and Ranch Land Protection Program.  Entering into the revised deed and agreement allows King County to compete for federal matching grants to acquire development rights to farmland for preservation in agricultural production and protection from development.

On June 27th staff was notified by legal counsel that a technical correction would be necessary to bring the agreement into full compliance with the federally approved language stating the source of the acquisition funds.  As it currently reads, the concluding sentence of Ordinance 15221 states: 

The metropolitan King County council hereby authorizes the use of the Revised Deed of and Agreement Relating to Development Rights, in substantially the form attached as Attachment A to this ordinance, for the acquisition of farmland development.

Proposed Ordinance 2005-0305 would technically amend that sentence by adding the following underlined technical correction to reflect the source of funding for farmland development rights acquisitions:

The metropolitan King County council hereby authorizes the use of the Revised Deed of and Agreement Relating to Development Rights, in substantially the form attached as Attachment A to this ordinance, for the acquisition of farmland development rights when Farm and Open Space Bonds initiative and Farm and Ranch Land Protection Program funding sources are utilized for the acquisition.
