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Subject:  CONFIRMATION of the Executive’s appointment of Walter Kirk to the King County Board of Appeals and Equalization.

Background:

The King County Board of Appeals is composed of seven members serving four year terms.  The board hears and decides all appeals from any valuation in property by the Department of Assessments, examine other matters related to assessment of the property of the county as provided by general law and hears appeals from any other orders by an Executive department or administrative office as provided by ordinance.

Board members are compensated $200 per six-hour board day and $125 for a four to six hour board day.  In 2002 board members worked an average of one-hundred days.

Summary: 

Proposed Motion No. 2002-0229 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Walter Kirk, who resides in Council District Three, to the King County Board of Appeals and Equalization.  If confirmed his term will expire June 30, 2006.  Mr. Kirk is retired from corporate work and general partnerships in California which included a winery, apartment complexes in the Bay Area and large beach front properties in Southern California.
