Ordinance 16703, imposing a natural resource conservation special assessment for the King Conservation District, required filing of a signed interlocal agreement by December 15, 2009 with the clerk of the council.  The ordinance further provided that if the agreement was not timely filed, the ordinance would not take effect and the special assessment would not be imposed or collected.  The interlocal agreement was filed with the clerk on December 16, 2009.  This administrative error should be remedied so that the assessment is imposed and the interlocal agreement is legally effective.  Enactment of this ordinance is necessary to remedy the untimely filing of the agreement.
The King County Treasurer requires information of the amount of the assessment on or before January 7, 2010, to be able to include the assessment on the 2010 property tax bills.  Enactment of this ordinance as an emergency ordinance is necessary to meet that deadline.
