SUBJECT 
A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointments of Lynnette Jordan, who resides in council district one, to the King County regional human services levy oversight board, representing district one.
SUMMARY:  

Proposed Motion 2014-0109:  The Executive has appointed Lynnette Jordan, to a partial term on the King County Regional Human Services Levy Oversight Board, representing district one, expiring on December 31, 2015.  
Ms. Lynnette Jordan graduated from Shoreline Community College, with an Associate of Arts in Liberal Arts with emphasis in Indian Studies and with a Bachelors of Arts in History, Minor in Indian Studies from Bernidji State University.   She is currently the Director of Children and Family Services for United Indians of All Tribes Foundation.  Ms. Jordan served as Chair to the Local Indian Child Welfare advisory Committee (LICWAC) and as member of the Western Washington Ombudsman Advisory Board, along with serving on the Children’s Administration Indian Policy Advisory Committee (IPAC) subcommittee, and also to the IPAC as an alternate delegate.
BACKGROUND:

Ordinance 15279 and 15406 established the King County Regional Human Services Levy Oversight Board.  These ordinances stipulate that this board shall consist of 9 council nominated positions, with each councilmember nominating one person to represent their district on the board, as well as three Executive nominations from among the members of the King County Veterans Advisory Board.  This board was established to monitor levy proceeds designated for services for veterans, military personnel and their families ensuring it is in accordance with the adopted levy service improvement plan.
