Dear Councilmember Phillips:
This letter transmits an ordinance that will enable King County to sell a portion of the Cadman Pit property located in the City of Redmond to the City of Redmond. The property would be used by the City for a public stormwater facility. This sale would also facilitate the widening of North East Union Hill Road.
This transaction is recommended per the rationale and considerations provided in the attached property summary. 
Pursuant to KCC 4.56.140 and RCW 39.33.020 this proposed intergovernmental transfer of surplus real property requires public notice, a press release and a public hearing. The public notice is required to be published in an area newspaper at least ten days but no more than twenty-five days prior to the hearing. A hearing notice and a press release are attached.
Sale of this property furthers the goals of the King County Strategic Plan by exercising good financial stewardship, restoring water quality and planning for the long-term sustainability of King County services. 
This sale agreement needs to be expedited because the City of Redmond has grant funding for a road widening and stormwater construction project which cannot be completed without this parcel being transferred. The associated grant funding expires on June 15, 2015.

This letter and the enclosed legislative package conforms to the newly developed standards and templates developed in the joint Executive-Council Lean workshop held in August of 2013.
