			Yes.  Consumer fireworks are a leading cause of both injuries and property losses each summer.  In 2018, there were 30 fireworks-related injuries and 61 fireworks-related fires countywide.  In 2019, there were two fireworks-related deaths in unincorporated King County.  Additionally, unincorporated King County is facing an increased threat of wildfire due to climate change, especially in our rural areas and on natural resource lands.  The Strategic Climate Action Plan 2017 Biennial Report states that there is a four-fold increase in the annual area burned projected for Washington forests by the 2040s.  These wildfire hazards are exacerbated by the risk of fireworks-related fires.  Prohibiting access to and use of consumer fireworks can significantly reduce the risk of fireworks-related deaths, injuries, and fires.  The prohibition in this proposed ordinance offers the unincorporated areas of King County the same protections that exist in  25 neighboring  cities, parks, and National Forest lands that surround them.  If enacted, this change will make our communities safer, and will help to end the practice of people driving into unincorporated areas to ignite fireworks in other people’s neighborhoods.
