"Per K.C.C. 28.94.265, Metro will submit a report on program progress, annually by September 30 to the King County Council, which will include the number of permit restricted parking stalls set aside and the number of parking permits being utilized at each park and ride.  Metro will also provide to King County Councilmembers an email update containing this information in each quarter during the first year of implementation."

In Attachment A. Parking Facility User Fee Revenue Expenditure Plan and Parking Fee Program Plan, on page 42, under the heading "Reporting Plan" strike the first paragraph and insert:
"Per K.C.C. 28.94.265, Metro will submit a report on program progress, annually by September 30 to the King County Council, which will include the number of permit restricted parking stalls set aside and the number of parking permits being utilized at each park and ride.  The first report, submitted in September 2019, will present baseline data and establish performance targets for the first year of the permit program. Subsequent years’ reports will detail permit parking program performance against the six goal areas and additional evaluation measures, and will identify performance targets for the year to come.  Metro will also provide to King County Councilmembers an email update containing he number of permit restricted parking stalls set aside and the number of parking permits being utilized at each park and ride in each quarter during the first year of implementation.  Parking program staff will also work to align their permit program evaluation approach with any performance-related guidance emerging from development of the Mobility Framework."
EFFECT: Changes the Parking Facility User Fee Revenue Expenditure Plan and Parking Fee Program Plan to require Metro provide quarterly email updates to Councilmembers on the status of the permit parking program, and clarifies the annual Council reporting requirements.
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
