A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Narayan Gangadhar, who resides in council district one, to the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Board.
Summary:
The Executive has appointed Narayan Gangadhar to a partial term on the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Administrative Bored, expiring March 31, 2007.

Mr. Gangadhar is a resident of Redmond and Council district one.  He is a graduate of Worcester Polytechnic Institute where he received a Masters Degree and the University of Bombay where he received Bachelor of Engineering Degree.
