SUBJECT:  Innovations in Housing Development.
SUMMARY:  This briefing is intended to provide the committee with a short introduction to the Trade Alliance of Greater Seattle’s International Study Mission Program.  Bill Stafford, the president of the Trade Alliance, will discuss how other countries deal with housing issues.

Mr. Stafford will describe two specific examples: Hong Kong & Singapore both of which were destinations of the International Study Mission program.  These regions view housing as important to their competitiveness, and, thus, an important piece of their economic strategies

Background.  The Trade Development Alliance of Greater Seattle is comprised of the Port of Seattle, Port of Tacoma, Metropolitan King County Government, Snohomish County Government, Pierce County Government, the City of Seattle, the City of Everett, the Greater Seattle Chamber of Commerce and organized labor representatives.
