SUBJECT:
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Jane Vulliet, who resides in council district six, to the King County Children and Family Commission.
SUMMARY:
The Executive has appointed Jane Vulliet to a three-year term on the King County Children and Family Commission, expiring June 1, 2008.

Ms. Vulliet is a resident of Mercer Island and council district six.  She is a graduate of the University of Washington where she received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Sociology and Seattle University where she received a Masters Degree in Public Administration.  Ms. Vulliet is currently the CEO of Camp Fire USA Central Puget Sound Council

The King County Children and Family Commission is composed of no more than seventeen voting members, appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the Council.  Members serve three year terms.  Appointees should include professionals, consumers of county services, children/youth and individuals of color and limited/non-English speaking, who are concerned about children and families.  The Commission advises the Executive and Council focusing on recommendations to further define King County’s mission, role and goals in provision of services to children and families.
