SUBJECT

An ordinance changing the name of the “Woodinville Fire and Life Safety District” to “Woodinville Fire and Rescue”.
SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2010-0324 would allow the “Woodinville Fire and Life Safety District” (District) to change its name to “Woodinville Fire and Rescue”.  The name change is intended to reflect the District’s effort to reinvent and rebrand and is one of many new changes initiated by the Woodinville Fire and Life Safety District Board (Board).

BACKGROUND

The Woodinville Fire and Life Safety District has a reputation for innovation and was one of the first nationally accredited Fire Districts in the State of Washington.  At the beginning of 2010, the Board hired a new Fire Chief and a Chief Administrative Officer (CAO) in an attempt to revitalize the District and move in a new direction.  At that time, the Board, Union’s Executive Board, Fire Chief and CAO convened to develop a new vision, mission and set of values to guide the District.  This phase of strategic planning resulted in a reevaluation of the work performed by the District, which is primarily rescue and emergency management services related.  The District concluded that a name change and rebranding was appropriate to reflect the rescue oriented work of the District, with a proposed new name; “Woodinville Fire and Rescue” approved by the Board on May 3, 2010.
ANALYSIS

Proposed Ordinance 2010-0324 would allow the “Woodinville Fire and Life Safety District” to change its name to “Woodinville Fire and Rescue”.  In accordance with RCW 52.30.060, the King County Council must approve the District’s name change in order for it to become effective.
Approval of the District new name; “Woodinville Fire and Rescue” appears to be reasonable action.
COUNCIL PRIORITIES
Proposed Ordinance 2010-0324 would further the Council’s Priority of ‘Local and Regional Cooperation’ and the goal to ‘Work with other governments and organizations to implement local and regional priorities and increase the efficiency of service delivery’.
