NOTICE OF INTENT TO AMEND

The Growth Management Act (GMA) requires early and continuous public participation in the development and amendment of comprehensive land use plans and development regulations to implement the plan (RCW 36.70A.140).  King County Ordinance 13147 provides the basis for the county’s public participation program and requires that the public receive a notice of intent to amend the comprehensive plan and development regulations at the same time that the state is given notice.  GMA requires state notice at least sixty days before adoption of an amendment (RCW 36.70A.106).  The purpose of this notice is to provide public notice for a change to a development regulation.

The Department of Development and Environmental Services intends to forward the following amendments to development regulations by June 30, 1999 to the Metropolitan King County Council for consideration and adoption:


The proposed ordinance allows for wildlife habitat networks to be noticed on title instead of requiring them to be placed into an easement when the network is on an individual lot.  This approach is consistent with the protection of other set-asides such as sensitive areas on individual lots.

A public meeting on the proposed ordinance will be held at the Department of Development and Environmental Services Annex Hearing Room on Wednesday, May 26, 1999, from 3:00 to 5:00 p.m.

The Department has conducted some stakeholder review of the draft proposed ordinance.
