SUBJECT

A Proposed Motion to confirm the appointment of Jennifer Teunon, who resides in Council District 4, to the King County Mental Illness and Drug Dependency (MIDD) Advisory Committee, as a representative of a philanthropic organization, for a partial term to expire on June 30, 2024. 

BACKGROUND 

The 37-member King County MIDD Advisory Committee (K.C.C. 2.130.010) is composed of separately elected officials, King County agency directors, representatives of behavioral health service providers, managed care organizations operating in King County, and individuals with lived experience. The committee acts as an advisory body to the Council and the Executive. 

In accordance with King County Code, the advisory committee is tasked with:
· Reviewing and providing written recommendations to the Executive and Council on the implementation and effectiveness of the county's MIDD sales tax-funded programs in meeting the goals;  
· Reviewing and reporting to the Executive and the Council on annual evaluation reports for MIDD;
· Reviewing and commenting on emerging and evolving priorities for the use of MIDD sales tax revenue; 
· Serving as a forum to promote coordination and collaboration between entities involved with MIDD sales tax programs;
· Educating the public, policymakers and stakeholders on MIDD sales tax-funded programs; and
· Coordinating and sharing information with other related efforts and groups.

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Jennifer Teunon. Ms. Teunon is the Executive Director of the Medina Foundation, which works to improve lives by funding human service organizations that provide direct support to Puget Sound residents. According to her application materials, Ms. Teunon has worked for King County nonprofits for 30 years, including at Treehouse, Book-It Repertory Theatre, the Laurel Foundation, the Raikes Foundation, Ballard Food Bank, the Mockingbird Society, and the World Affairs Council. Ms. Teunon would serve as a representative of a philanthropic organization on the MIDD Advisory Committee, for a partial term to expire on June 30, 2024.
