NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the XX  day of XX, 2020, at 10:30 a.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2020-XXXX, allowing for an alternative housing demonstration project in unincorporated King County in White Center and the Vashon Rural Town.
SUMMARY

King County regulations establish a process for allowing demonstration projects. Demonstration projects allow development proposals that meet specific standards adopted in an ordinance to be approved even though they do not comply with all of the County's permanent land use regulations. This process provides for an evaluation of the developments to determine whether permanent changes should be made to the County's development regulations. Proposed Ordinance 2020-XXXX would allow a development project for two microhousing developments, one in White Center and one in the Vashon Rural Town, to be developed. Proposed Ordinance 2020-XXXX limits the number and size of residential units in each project, allows for appeal of permit approval to the Hearing Examiner, and requires the project proponents to incorporate measures to address impacts of the proposals on the surrounding community.
