B.  HISTORY
R.C.W. 36.87 establishes the right of property owners to petition a County Legislative body for the vacation of road rights-of-way.  K.C.C. 14.40 establishes King County policies and procedures for accomplishing the same.

The Petition was filed on April 30, 2002 with the Clerk of the King County Council.  The Department of Transportation, Roads Division reviewed the request for vacation.  The petition requested vacation of portions of SE Diamond Drive.

A search of records by staff of the Department of Transportation found that King County acquired the subject right-of-way by the recording of the Diamond Ridge Estates Division 2.   There is no evidence that the right-of-way was opened for public use or maintained by the County.  Therefore we consider that no public funds have been expended in the acquisition or maintenance of the right-of-way.  The right-of-way was dedicated within the plat of Diamond Ridge Estates Division 2 by the developer, Washington National Golf Club, LLC.  Therefore, the right-of-way vacation area is considered “D” class.

In accordance with King County Code 14.40.020 and Ordinance 9164 the compensation for a "D Class" right-of-way is $200 for the administrative cost of the vacation.  The petitioner has transmitted the necessary fees to King County.

Notice of this hearing was posted at the termini of the proposed vacation area and published in accordance with the requirements of RCW 36.87.060.

C.  REVIEWING AGENCIES AND COMMENTS
In the year 2000, SE Diamond Drive was dedicated to King County in the plat of Diamond Ridge Estates Division 2, recorded in Volume 196, Pages 1-16 of King County Records, in the State of Washington.  A plat alteration was filed under proposed ordinance number:  2002-0090, which included vacation of SE Diamond Drive.  Department of Development and Environmental Services (DDES) staff recommendations and an approved DOT road variance both support the proposed vacation.  To date, the road has not been accepted by King County for maintenance, and currently serves as a gravel service road without any installed utilities.  If utilities are required in the future, they will receive the easements required prior to installation.  Because the right-of-way has not been accepted for maintenance by King County, nor has it been in existence for any substantial period of time, it was not necessary to go through the normal soliciting process.  Interested parties have been involved in the plat alteration process.
