SUBJECT	

A MOTION confirming the executive's appointment of Patricio Mendoza, who resides in council district five, to the King County cultural development authority (4Culture).

SUMMARY

This proposed Motion would confirm the appointment of Patricio Mendoza to the King County Cultural Development Authority (4Culture) for a three year term.

BACKGROUND

King County’s arts and heritage programs are administered by 4Culture, the quasi-governmental Cultural Development Authority which was established by the King County Council in 2002 through Ordinance 14482.   4Culture receives a portion of hotel/motel tax revenues to advance arts and heritage programs through competitive grants that provide support for arts and heritage facilities, productions, cultural education and collaborative projects.  In addition, 4Culture administers King County’s One Percent for Art program, which incorporates public art into qualified capital projects. Ordinance 14482 also established a 15-member Board of Directors to govern 4Culture. Members are nominated by the Executive and confirmed by the Council.

4Culture Board Candidate Patricio Mendoza.  Mr. Mendoza lives in Des Moines in District 5.  Mr. Mendoza has significant experience in operations management, business development and marketing.  Since 1991, Mr. Mendoza has worked for E.C. Computers in Des Moines, a company that designs, builds and supports custom computer systems.  

In addition, Mr. Mendoza has more than seven years’ experience in mass communications with a concentration in radio and website programming.  Mr. Mendoza has produced such programs as “La Voz de Washington” on Radio 1680 and “Conversando con Patricio” a cultural program on Radio 1360.  Mr. Mendoza has also produced, edited and written for a variety of online programming, including “Cotorreando” for the online Channel Oyetvonline.com. 

Mr. Mendoza has completed the Business Certificate Program at the Business and Economic Development Center of the University of Washington’s Foster School.  In addition, Mr. Mendoza has completed significant professional trainings for Microsoft certifications.  Finally, Mr. Mendoza attended the Institute of Business and Marketing in Diego de Alamagro in Chile and also attended the Navy School during his Chilean military service.
