SUBJECT
Proposed Motion 2019-0097 would adopt the 2019 King County Federal Agenda. 

SUMMARY
The King County 2019 Federal Agenda highlights that King County effectively leverages federal resources to drive economic growth and serve working families and vulnerable populations. The agenda identifies three priority areas for further federal investment and action: 

· Infrastructure: The entire state relies on King County infrastructure to effectively move people and products. The agenda calls out needed investments in bridges, roads, culverts, waterways, dams, and a variety of other areas. 

· Healthy Communities: The agenda calls on the federal government to support efforts to protect and expand access to health care, and to address the challenges of a regional homelessness crisis and nationwide opioid epidemic. 

· Resolving Challenges through Partnership: The agenda calls for federal action on immigration, trade, gun safety and violence prevention, ensuring a full and accurate census, and initiatives on gender equality, disproportionality in the criminal justice system, and equal protections for all people. 

BACKGROUND 
Each year King County develops a Federal Legislative Agenda. The Council and the Executive work together through their respective government relations staff to determine policy positions on federal issues important to King County residents and businesses, and relate those positions to the U.S. Congress and Federal Government agencies.
