SUBJECT

A motion confirming the Executive’s appointment of Cynthia Snyder, who resides in council district three, to the Seattle/King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services.

SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Cynthia Snyder to the Seattle/King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services for a two-year term expiring December 31, 2018.  Proposed Motion 2017-0072 would confirm this appointment.

BACKGROUND 

The Seattle/King County Advisory Council on Aging and Disability Services supports the mission of Aging and Disability Services (ADS) and the Area Agency on Aging (AAA) by identifying the needs of older people and adults with disabilities, giving advice on services to meet identified needs and advocating for programs that promote quality of life. King County, the City of Seattle and United Way of King County each appoint nine members to the Advisory Council (for a total of 27 members). Members serve two-year terms.  

Cynthia Snyder’s application materials note that she is currently serving on the North Bend Senior Citizen Board and has an interest in older adults and disabilities. Ms Snyder’s experience encompasses membership on several boards, to include: Penncrest School District, Headstart Advisory Board, And Child Death Review Board. She is a graduate of Edinboro University.
