2001 KCCP Docket Report and the proposed 2002 Amendments to the King County Comprehensive Plan

2001 KCCP DOCKET REPORT:  

Background

The King County docket was established in 1998 in accordance with K.C.C. 20.18.140 to provide an opportunity for citizens of the County to register comments on the King County Comprehensive Plan and associated development regulations. The County responds to each item registered on the docket, as required by RCW 36.70A. 470.    
Docket forms are made available on the King County Website, at several County department offices, and at all County-sponsored public meetings where land use and development issues are being discussed. The docket is open continuously, but each September 30, the items registered in the previous twelve months are compiled into the docket report, which is then released on December 1 to the King County Council. 

2001 Report Requests
The 2001 Docket contains 14 requests (Attachment 1).  Ten docket requests were for changes to land use and zoning on specific properties. The remaining four requests are related to policy or development regulation changes. 

Executive staff from the Office of Regional Policy and Planning, and when appropriate, from the Department of Development and Environmental Services, meet with persons that submit a request.  At these meetings, the request is discussed and the persons submitting the request are advised of the likely recommendation from the executive staff.  If after the meeting the requestor decides to move forward, DDES would prepare and forward the executive report and recommendation for consideration by the Hearings Examiner.  
No request from the 2001 Docket was moved forward for consideration by the Examiner.  However, two items on the docket are being or will be addressed.  Docket Item 7 was included as part of the Executive 2002 amendments.  Docket Item 4 is to be considered during for the next 4-year cycle of amendments.
2002 KCCP AMENDMENTS:  
Background

The KCCP is adopted by the County in accordance with the State Growth Management Act (GMA) and is to be consistent with the Countywide Planning Policies (CPPs). The KCCP provides the primary legal framework for making land use-related decisions in unincorporated King County.  The current KCCP was adopted in 1994.  
KCC 20.18.030 allows only minor amendments during annual updates and the executive proposed land use and zoning amendments are limited in their scope.  The 2002 KCCP amendment package is an annual update that contains policy amendments and land use map and zoning map amendments related to the Snoqualmie, Maple Valley and Lake Sawyer areas.  

Summary of Amendments

Proposed amendments to King County Comprehensive Plan policies, land use and zoning are shown in Attachment 2 of the staff report and are briefly described, as follows:

· Amends Policy U-115 to remove the reference to Regionally or Locally Significant Resource Areas as a criteria for placing R-1 zoning;

· Amends policy U-116 to clarify that multifamily development is not permitted in designated Community and Neighborhood Business Centers, except as part of a mixed-use development;

· Amends policy U-130 to utilize the term “net buildable area” in a manner consistent with Title 21A;

· Amends policy text in Chapter 3 by deleting a reference to “Rural Farm Districts”, which are no longer designated in the KCCP;

· Amends Policy R-564 to allow mining sites to be redesignated for other uses once the mineral resources have been depleted;

· Amends Policy E-123 to remove the reference to the R1 Study, which is included with the 2002 Amendments;

· Implements the Snoqualmie Urban Growth Area Subarea Plan by amending land use and zoning designations; 

· Corrects a minor mapping error in an area to the northeast of Maple Valley; and

· Implements the R1 Study by amending land use and zoning designations in an area directly west of Lake Sawyer.
