2006 Transit Budget Proviso Language

The most recent budget proviso relating to retired passenger vans reads: 
The transit program shall provide twenty-seven high-quality retired passenger vans for exclusive use by non-profit organizations or local governments that are able to address the mobility needs of low income, elderly, disabled or young county residents.  The council shall allocate vans by motion.  Each agency selected to receive a van must enter into an agreement with King County that provides, among other things, that the agency shall defend and indemnify the county against any liability, be sufficiently insured to support the indemnity and defense obligation, and be able to maintain and operate the van for its remaining useful life.  The council finds that such provision of vans supports the county’s public transportation function by (1) reducing single occupancy trips, pollution and traffic congestion; (2) supplementing the services provided by the county’s paratransit system; and (3) increasing mobility for the transit dependent for whom regular transit may not always be a convenient option.
