SUBJECT:

An ordinance establishing September 16, 2003 as the date of a special election for theTydico Annexation to the City of Renton.

BACKGROUND (from BRB file #2143):

The City of Renton proposes the annexation of 9.8 acres, known as the Tydico Annexation, which was initiated by a property owner petition and adopted by the Renton City Council on November 18, 2002 via Resolution 3596.  
The proposed annexation area is located next to Renton’s eastern boundary, and is within the city’s Potential Annexation Area.  Currently, the property is zoned Urban Residential Medium (4-12 dwelling units per acre) with R-4 zoning (four dwelling units per acre), and the site contains one single family home.

The City of Renton proposes to keep the single-family residential designation, with zoning to allow approximately 8 dwelling units per acre.  The build-out capacity of the area is estimated at 47 dwelling units.  
The City of Renton will provide the Tydico properties with sewer, water, police and fire service upon annexation.  Area residents will have access to schools in the Renton School District, to Renton libraries, parks, and recreation facilities.  The Tydico annexation is not expected to have a significant impact on cost and adequacy of services, finances, debt structure or the rights of other governmental entities.  Upon annexation, property owners will assume their share of the regular and special levy rate of the City.
The Boundary Review Board has reviewed and approved this annexation according to the criteria in RCW 36.93.

SUMMARY:

Proposed Ordinance 2003-0264 would establish September 16, 2003 as the date of a special election on the question of annexation of the Tydico property to the City of Renton.  

Note: RCW 29.13 compels the county legislative authority to declare an emergency for the purpose of calling a special election.  
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
