Subject:  2026 King County district court electoral district boundary ordinance

Issue:

Each year the Department of Elections GIS Section prepares a King County district court electoral district boundary Ordinance, amending the previous year, to be submitted to the County Council, pursuant to K.C.C. 1.12.010.F and RCW 3.38.050 and amending K.C.C. 1.12.050.  The actual boundaries of the electoral districts have not changed but the county has identified the electoral districts by listing the voting precincts in each district.  These descriptive changes to the electoral divisions of the King County district court are ministerial in nature but are statutorily required.  This proposed ordinance is a companion to the 2026 precinct alteration ordinance.

Action:

Precinct alterations for the year 2026 are for the most part the result of boundary changes due to precinct balancing to accommodate oversized precincts.  The remaining alterations were to accommodate election administration and a recent city annexation.
