NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the ____ day of ____, 2012, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2012-XXXX, authorizing the King County Executive to enter into an agreement between King County and the City of Seattle for the use of 25 miles of trails owned by the Seattle Public Utilities.
SUMMARY

King County has concluded discussions with the City of Seattle and Seattle Public Utilities regarding a 20-year use agreement that will grant King County permission to develop and maintain over 25 miles of recreation trails on portions of property owned by the Seattle Public Utilities. Trail sites include the Tolt Pipeline Trail located at 100th Avenue NE and NE 64th St to NE 132nd Street and Big Rock Road, Woodinville, Washington; the Soos Creek Trail located at SE 216th and 148th Avenue SE, Kent, Washington; the Green River Trail located at 6800 Fort Dent Way to 104th Avenue SE and SE 316th Street, Tukwila, Washington; the Lake Youngs Trail located at SE 184th Street and Old Petrovitsky Road to SE 224th St and 164th Avenue SE, Renton, Washington; and the Snoqualmie Valley Trail located at NE 205th Street and Highway 203 to Cedar Falls Road SE and SE 192nd Street, Carnation, Washington.
