Dear Councilmember Gossett:

This letter transmits an ordinance recommending creation of a new Rural Services Center on Vashon Island, providing a one-stop location for residents to receive King County services.  The proposal involves approval of a new multiple-use lease to provide space in an easily accessible location on Vashon Island for the King County Sheriff’s Office (KCSO), the King County District Court (KCDC), the Department of Permitting and Environmental Review (DPER), the Community Service Area (CSA) program, and the Records and Licensing Services Division (RALS).  The leased premises is owned by King County Fire District 13 (FD 13) and located at 19021 South West Bank Road, Vashon, Washington (District 8).  Approving the lease will enable King County to partner with FD 13 to provide a multi-purpose rural service center that will create service efficiencies, reduce costs to the public and better serve Island residents.  In September 2012, with Ordinance 17419, Council approved an appropriation for the tenant improvements for the Rural Services Center. An expenditure restriction of up to $50,000 was placed on the appropriation for the design of the tenant improvements. Attachment A includes a copy of the Memorandum of Agreement with the FD 13 authorizing the design work. An expenditure restriction of $650,000 was placed on the appropriation, pending Council approval of the lease. FD 13 has approved the lease.
The lease provides a total of 2,600 square feet of building space, together with adjacent parking.  Approximately 1,460 square feet is for the County’s exclusive use and will primarily be utilized as the KCSO Vashon precinct office. This exclusive use area also provides drop-in space for DPER, RALS, CSA, the KCDC Clerk and other County agencies as needed. The drop-in space includes a pass-through window to facilitate public interface. 
The remaining 1,140 square feet provides for nonexclusive use by the County with first priority given to the KCDC, which holds court in Vashon once per month.  This nonexclusive use area may also be used for County and Fire District training, emergency operations, and for community meeting and service purposes.  FD 13 is responsible for scheduling and coordinating use of the nonexclusive area.
The term of the lease is 10 years with four additional five-year extension options. FD 13 is responsible for designing and constructing tenant improvements with the County reimbursing this cost. The County’s estimated investment in tenant improvements, furnishings, equipment and moving cost is $700,000.  In consideration of the County’s investment, no rent is payable for the first five years. Commencing in the sixth year, the rent is $547.00 per month payable on the KCSO space only ($4.50 per square foot) escalated 6% per year starting in year seven. No rent is payable on the 1,140 square feet KCDC space. The County pays its pro rata share of operating expense, initially estimated at $608 per month, with an additional expense for the T1 line for $309 per month.
Thank you for your consideration of this ordinance.  This legislation will further King County’s Equity and Social Justice Program by providing a facility that is easily accessible to the general community and well suited for the provision of important community services by King County agency representatives. It allows agencies to better serve the public and creates an important community asset and unique public service campus for Vashon Island. The proposed lease furthers King County’s Strategic Plan goals of improving customer service and building lasting regional partnerships.
