NOTICE OF ADOPTION

Ordinance No. 17191
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council (the Council) held a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA) on Tuesday, September 6, 2011, beginning at 1:30 p.m.  The purpose of this public hearing was to consider Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2011-0328 (Ordinance 17191) adopting revisions to regulations for land use development and construction.

SUMMARY:

King County land use and building regulations govern the development and use of land and the construction of buildings in unincorporated King County.  These regulations fall into a few broad categories:  building and fire codes, land segregation (subdivisions, short subdivisions, binding site plans, and boundary line adjustments), permitting and zoning, clearing and grading, and environmental protections (critical areas and shorelines).  

Ordinance 17191 adopts a series of changes to these various code chapters.  Those changes include (1) bringing county regulations in compliance with recent state law changes, (2) eliminating unnecessary administrative processes, (3) providing better connections between regulations and land use policies, (4) providing more flexibility for certain land uses, (5) updating definitions and (6) improving consistency among provisions.   
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
