Ordinance 15404
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council (the Council) held a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA) on Monday, April 10, 2006, beginning at 1:30 p.m.  The purpose of this public hearing was to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2006-0093 (Ordinance 15404) relating to zoning; establishing standards for signs in mixed use-developments in R-12 through R-48 zones.

SUMMARY:

Ordinance 15404 allows signs for non-residential uses to be equivalent to those permitted in the neighborhood business zone and create a greater distinction between signs permitted for single-family residences and those typically necessary to identify large, higher-density multifamily developments.  The effect of the proposed ordinance would only apply to the Greenbridge Project located in White Center as established by Ordinance 14662.
