Reach C contains Cottage Lake Creek’s forested, cold groundwater source and acquisition of the parcels containing the spring source and riparian forests are targeted.  Reach D, Mid Bear Creek, vacant riparian parcels are targeted for acquisition.  Reach E, Mid Cottage Lake Creek, contains important salmon and fresh water mussel beds and exiting open space tracts.

Remaining properties in this reach are targeted for the PBRS program.
