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STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE regarding approval of a site for Washington state Department of Natural Resources public auctions.
SUMMARY:  In April, 2005, the Clerk was contacted by the state Department of Natural Resources about securing a location for a sale of public trust lands in King County.
RCW 79.11.120, as amended by 2003 Wash. Laws chapter 334, requires that when the state Department of Natural Resources sells state lands, the Department must set the date, place and time of the sale.  The place of the sale may be either at the Department's regional office administering the sale or on property designated by the county legislative authority of the county in which the whole or majority of state lands are situated.

The Department plans to have a sale of public lands in King County on July 28, 2005.  Because the Department’s regional office is in Enumclaw and it desired to hold the sale closer to the location of the property to be sold, it has reserved a conference room in the King Street Center for July 28.  The room reservation has been confirmed by Department of Transportation staff responsible for scheduling.  Adoption of this motion accomplishes the statute’s requirement that the Council designate the place of the sale.
