SUBJECT

Briefing on the Educational Needs Assessment Report and Strategies Assessment related to future investment of funds from the Puget Sound Taxpayers Accountability Account.

SUMMARY

Motion 15029 directed King County Council staff to work with a consulate to draft an implementation plan to direct how funds from the Puget Sound Taxpayers Accountability Account (PSTAA) will be utilized. The motion also established principles for the plan to follow and goals for the plan to achieve as well as variety of strategies to be explored while drafting the implementation plan. Council staff is also requested to work with the executive and a consultant to conduct necessary stakeholder outreach to deliver the plan.

To develop the plan, Council staff issued a request for proposals for a consultant to produce an educational needs assessment (Needs Assessment), evaluation of strategies to meet those needs (Strategies Assessment), and draft plans to invest PSTAA funds to meet those needs over the fifteen year life of the funding.

Ken Thompson Consulting was retained by the Council to complete this work and will be presenting the Educational Needs Assessment and Strategy Assessment to the Council during this briefing. 

Ken Thompson Consulting will continue to work to present three draft plans for investing PSTAA funds to the Committee of the Whole in January of 2019.
